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Background information:

The IACHR has defined its 2017-2021 Strategic Plan as the main
institutional management instrument. This Plan establishes the priories
the IACHR will implement in order to successfully fulfill its mission and
face current and future challenges for addressing and protecting human
rights in the hemisphere.

This objective includes an “Expanded Program for Training and
Promotion of Thought and Culture on Human Rights” and a “Program for
Attention and Collaboration with Central America and the Caribbean”.

As an expression of the IACHR’s ongoing commitment to deepen its
engagement with the Caribbean Region and the promotion of the
Thought and Culture on Human Rights, the main objective of this
promotion event is to present the different mechanisms for the
promotion and protection of human rights of the Inter-American System
of Human Rights, in particular, the access to justice.
